The following is a summary of discussions held for each agenda item noted above:

1. Call to Order

a. JJ Smith, Chairperson, called meeting to order at 1:05 p.m.
2. Approve 20 May 2006 Meeting Minutes
a. Minutes were respectfully submitted to council by Secretary, Kendra Risdon, and approved by Council as written.  Motion to accept made by Jeff Hoyt, Seconded by Irene Briggs. 
3. Chairperson’s Report
a. Working with Commission to begin 20 year plan for Cedar Mountain.
4. Vice Chairperson’s Report
a. Selection Committee:  application developed.
5. Treasurer’s Report
a. Bank Account:  Bank account now open.
b. Non-profit status:  All paperwork submitted.  One inquiry received.  We do not anticipate any problems.
6. Secretary’s Report
a. Action items updated.  See attached Action Item Log.
7. Committee/Assignment Reports
a. Kane County Commission:  May meeting attended by several CMAC members.  CMAC recommended to Commissioners that Pam Ence be selected as a CMFPB member.  Commission approved selection.  Commissioners recommended CMAC continue to have members of Council on other Boards; however, Utah residents required in most cases.
b. CMFPD:  Pam Ence will be point person in lieu of Kathy Martin and Irene Briggs.  No meeting held this month. 
c. WKCSSD #1:  
i. Wade Heaton will be point person in lieu of Jeff Hoyt.
ii. Meeting held with WKCSSD and Forrest Service on 16 June.  Kathy Martin, Jeff Hoyt, and Wade Heaton.  Discussed needs of WKCSSD and Forestry Department.  Discussed transfer station sites and future town center.  Temporary sites for trash will continue to be utilized for up to two years to allow for planning, environmental assessment, and permits for transfer station sites.  CMAC will continue to assist in locating private sites for trash. 
d. KC School District:  No new activity.
e. KCWCD:  Jeff Hoyt reported status and plans for finishing trails.
f. Forestry Dept:  Bridge by Aspen Mirror will be replaced with a larger bridge.  Then the Aspen Mirror bridge will be relocated to Swains Creek.

g. Parks and Recreation:  Ken Klatt will be point person.  Met with Brian Carter from Parks and Recreation.  Wants to meet with ATV/Snowmobile club.  The Parks and Recreation wants to be involved with trails, signage, safety.  Communication lines are open and positive. 
h. Garkane:  No new activity.
i. SC Comm:  No activity reported
j. Sheriff’s Dept:  Sheriff Lamont Smith and Leon Brinkerhoff attended this session.  See “Public Hearing” in Section 9 below for report.
8. Old Business
a. Report Out - HOA meetings held over Memorial Day weekend:  Meadow View and Strawberry meetings attended by JJ Smith – positive feedback received.  Color Country attended by Kathy Martin – very receptive to CMAC.  Surveys distributed to attendees at HOA meetings were gathered from the CMAC PO box this date and provided to Dianne Beatty to review.  Irene Briggs requested JJ Smith attend Swains Creek HOA to be held Labor Day weekend.  Kathy Martin will attend the Timber Trails HOA to be held 1 July.

b. Status CMAC website:  Per Irene Briggs, web developer will attend July CMAC meeting to review progress.
c. Email data base:  Per Wade Heaton, additional email addresses continue to be added to data base.
d. Funding Request Briefing:   Kendra Risdon to update as of this date and send to Kathy Martin, Irene Briggs, and JJ Smith by close of business 18 June.  
e. Status of Medical Clinic:  Wade Heaton reported that location in/near fire department may not be a workable solution.  County does not have funds to purchase land.  Double wide available as a donation, but roof is a problem – County may provide funds to fix.  Double wide will require access to power and water.  Helipad desired but may become available at later date.  CMAC will continue to assist Kane County Hospital in locating a suitable location for medical clinic.
9. New Business
a. Public Hearing – Sheriff’s Office:  Sheriff Lamont Smith and Deputy Leon Brinkerhoff attended session.  The following is a summary of discussions:
i. One Sheriff and nine deputies cover over 4,800 square miles in Kane County.  This is divided into three areas – East (Kanab East), North (Johnson Canyon, Sand Dunes, Orderville, Glendale, Mt. Carmel), and Cedar Mountain.  There is one deputy assigned to Cedar Mountain.  On holiday weekends personnel is increased.   Ideal deputy coverage for Cedar Mountain is two officers per shift; however, funds are not available.
ii. Current issues on the mountain include:  Parking, bicycles on the highway, speeding (autos and ATVs), drinking and driving.  Burglaries in the past five years have decreased substantially. 
iii. Sheriff’s Department coordinating with Highway Patrol to patrol Hwy 14.   
iv. CMAC recommended more deterrent work in Cedar Mountain area. CMAC suggested hiring reserves for heavy weekends.  This is a viable option.   The need for a Sheriff’s Department location in the town center is a high priority and will be included in the long term plan.
v. Issue presented to Sheriff regarding issuing citations to ATV riders for speeding and underage drivers.  Sheriff reported:  8 years and younger not allowed to ride ATVs; 18 and under must wear a helmet; and, 12 and under must be accompanied by an adult.  Citations can be given to child and/or parent – Sheriff’s Department working issue of who is to be cited – working with legislature to make determination.  Fines for ATVs on the State Highway with OHV’s is $130.  It is legal to have children riding on ATV – one in front, one in back as long as they are under 8 years old.  
vi. CMAC asked the Sheriff what the property owners can do to assist his department:   identify person, vehicle, and license plate number of reckless drivers and provide to Sheriff’s Department.  Sheriff’s Department will issue citation.  Person who provided complaint must sign complaint and appear in court.  Cedar Mountain can put Security personnel on mountain to do surveillance and work with deputies to provide vehicle identification and writing citations.
vii. Kane County jail holds 22.  County asking for volunteers to sit on ad hoc committee to address jail overcrowding.  If interested in participating contact the Kane County Clerk’s Office. 
viii. CMAC asked the Sheriff what we can do to assist his department:  CMAC can advocate more officers and more overtime.  Department has good equipment.  Has surveillance/security equipment available for businesses.
ix. CMAC members and public praised the Sheriff and his department for the excellent job they are doing.
